If you are not in this position, please do not apply, so that the money can go to those who really need it, we can maximise participation in the action and secure a successful outcome for all of us. The money to provide Hardship Payments is being raised by members as part of the campaign, so only those members who play an active part (fundraising, picketing, demonstrating, taking part in other campaign activities) are eligible.
